On 

Sept. 2, with the help of the 150 mid-

dle school students, the contents in 

the temporary preschool rooms lo-

cated in the Marian Rooms for the last 

two years were transferred to the new 

preschool in 15 minutes. On Sept. 6, in 

the presence of the entire student body, 

Fr. Fog blessed the new preschool 

building and the two classrooms. 

Amazingly, this new building reveals 

that the original school complex has 

weathered well. The exterior surfaces 

of the room so well matches the sur-

rounding surfaces, it appears that the 

preschool has always been part of the 

original school complex when it first 

went up back in 2002. The preschool 

still consists of two classrooms though 

larger than those of the Marian Rooms. 

Besides freeing up the temporary pre-

school rooms for their original pur-

poses, these new spaces provide the 

appropriate room needed for preschool 

classrooms.  The new rooms are about 

twice as big the temporary spaces but 

will not see an increase in the number 

of students enrolled.
